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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the effects of integrating the Communicative Approach with Active
Learning on the development of English language skills among students in Buddhist monastic schools, who
often face limitations in learning resources and opportunities to practice English. The participants were
lower secondary school students enrolled in the 2024 academic year. Research instruments included
classroom observations, in-depth interviews, and a series of language assessments administered as a Pre-
test, Post-test, and Delayed Post-test. Data were analyzed using both descriptive and inferential
statistics.The findings revealed that the integration of Active Learning and the Communicative Approach
significantly enhanced student engagement. Post-test scores increased by an average of 30% compared to
the Pre-test, and performance remained high in the Delayed Post-test. Listening and speaking skills showed
the most notable improvement, while reading and writing skills demonstrated a slight decline. Teachers
and school administrators expressed positive perceptions toward the approach, although challenges
remained in adapting instructional practices to the specific context of Buddhist monastic schools. Overall,
the results indicate that combining the Communicative Approach with Active Learning is an effective strategy
for enhancing English language skills. Further research in broader contexts is recommended to develop

sustainable learning strategies that can be applied across diverse educational settings.
